Maple is an extremely hard wood with a fine,
smooth, even texture. Its color ranges from a
light to cream-colored sapwood. Although it
has a uniform straight grain, it may exhibit wavy,
curly, bird’s eye or burl graining. Maple is one of
the most popular choices for cabinetry due to
its durability and natural luster. As maple wood
ages, it begins to darken and shift from red to
golden undertones bringing out all the unique
qualities and grains.
